Military Clause

Tenant is an active duty member of the United States Military. Tenant may terminate this lease if Tenant is released or discharged from active duty, receives permanent change of station orders to a duty station located more than 35 miles from the rental property, receives temporary duty orders for a period of over 90 days to a duty station located more than 35 miles from the rental property; or is ordered to occupy government-supplied quarters. Tenant will provide written notice with a copy of military orders or a letter from Tenant’s command to Landlord not less than 30 days in advance of the day the lease is to be terminated. Tenant may terminate the lease not more than 60 days before the date indicated on the orders. If the final period of occupancy is part of a month, the rent will be prorated for the period that Tenant actually occupies the property. Landlord shall perform any post-occupancy inspection of the property before Tenant is required to depart under orders. When a lease is terminated under this provision, it will be considered the same as expiration of the entire lease term. Tenant shall not be liable for the remainder of the lease term. However, if Tenant has not completed six months under the current lease, Landlord is entitled to one months rent as damages. If Tenant has completed more than six months, but less than twelve, Landlord is entitled to half a months rent. After twelve months, there will be no fees or any other damages due to an early termination. The Landlord shall refund Tenant’s security deposit as otherwise specified in this lease. This lease is VOID if Tenant receives orders meeting any of the above conditions AFTER signing the lease but BEFORE Tenant takes possession of the property. Tenant states that they are not currently awaiting Government housing nor are they up for orders within the next twelve months. 
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
